Produktivnost resursa, kao odnos bruto domaceg proizvoda
i domace potroSnje materijala, je pokazatelj koji ukazuje na
efikasnost koriStenja resursa gdje je poZeljna proizvodnja
vece ekonomske vrijednosti uz $to je moguce manji utroSak
materijalnih resursa.

U Bosni i Hercegovini produktivnost resursa je u blagom
padu do 2016. godine. To je uzrokovano umjerenim rastom
domace potrosnje materijala, u odnosu na sporiji rast bruto
domaceg proizvoda. Od 2016. godine odnos BDP i domace
potrosnje materijala ukazuje na pozitivan rast efikasnosti
koriStenja materijalnih resursa u odnosu na prethodni
period.

The Resource productivity, as the ratio of gross domestic
product and domestic material consumption, is indicator,
which indicates the efficiency of resource where it is preferred
to produce greater economic value with as little consumption
of material resources as possible.

In Bosnia and Herzegovina, the resource productivity
increases in the referent period. It is caused by a moderate
growth of domestic material consumption, compared to a
slower growth of gross domestic product. Since 2016, ratio of
GDP and domestic material consumption indicates a positive
increase in the efficiency use of material resources compared
to the previous period.

Nivo produktivnosti resursa zavisi od bogatstva resursa,
raznolikosti industrijskih aktivnosti, ulozi usluznog i
gradevinskog sektora, razmjerima i strukturi potrosnje te
razli¢itim izvorima energije. Izrazena u BDP-u u teku¢im
cijenama po Standardu kupovne mo¢i, Bosna i Hercegovina
je po produktivnosti resursa u privredi znatno ispod
prosjeka Evropske unije. U 2019-0j godini iznosila je 0,9
SKM/kg (Standard kupovne modéi po kilogramu) Sto je
povecanje za 4,3% u odnosu na 2010. godinu.

The level of Resource productivity depends on the resources
potential, diversity of industrial activities, the role of the
service and construction sectors, the extent and structure of
consumption and different energy sources. Expressed in GDP
in Purchasing power standard over DMC, the Resource
productivity of Bosnia and Herzegovina in the economy, is
well below the European Union average. In 2019, it amounts
to 0.9 PPS/kg (Purchasing power standard over kilogram,
which is an increase of 4.3% compared to 2010.

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Daljnji zakljuéci o vidljivom razdvajanju izmedu
ekonomskih i ekoloskih varijabli u Bosni i Hercegovini se
mogu posti¢i dodatnom analizom komponenata domace
potroSnje materijala. Analiza DPM po kategorijama
prikazuje relativnu vaZnost razli¢itih materijala i njihov
potencijal za ponovnu upotrebu ili recikliranje.

Ekonomija Bosne i Hercegovine je u 2019. godini utrosila 40
miliona tona prirodnih resursa, Sto je za 28,5% viSe u
odnosu na baznu 2010. godinu. Domace vadenje nemetalnih
minerala je povecano za oko 42% u odnosu na 2010. godinu,
najvece ucesce je zabiljeZzeno u vadenju pijeska i sSljunka,
krec¢njaka i gipsa te soli. 0d 2016. godine fizicka trgovinska
bilanca je u blagom opadanju, odnosno uz relativno
konstantan uvoz zabiljeZeno je blago povecanje izvoza. Ti
obrasci ukazuju na to da je BiH okrenuta prema izvozno
orijentiranoj ekonomiji.

Further conclusions about a visible separation between the
economic and environmental variables can be achieved by
additional analysis of the components of domestic material
consumption. An analysis of DMC by material category
conveys the relative importance of various materials and
their potential for reuse, recovery or recycling.

The economy of Bosnia and Herzegovina, referent 2019,
consumed 40 million tons of natural resources, which is
28.5% more compared to the base year 2010. Domestic
extraction of non-metallic minerals increased by 42%
compared to the base year, the biggest part is recorded in the
extraction of sand and gravel, limestone and gypsum, and
salt. Since 2016, the physical trade balance has been slightly
decreasing, i.e. with relatively constant imports there is a
slight increase in exports. These patterns indicate that BiH
has moved towards a more export-oriented economy.

Domestic material consumption by main material categories, by country 2019 (tonnes per capita)
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Domacom potroSnjom materijala u Bosni i Hercegovini
dominiraju fosilna goriva zauzimaju¢i 41% od ukupne
potrosnje materijala. Metalne rude zauzimaju najmanji udio
od Cetiri glavne kategorije sa samo 7%.

Na svakog stanovnika Bosne i Hercegovine u 2019. godini
utroseno je priblizno 11,5 tona poljoprivrednih kultura,
minerala, metala i fosilnih goriva, odnosno na dnevnoj bazi
se trosilo oko 31 kilogram resursa po stanovniku.

Domestic material consumption of Bosnia and Herzegovina is
dominated by fossil energy materials accounting for 41% of
total material consumption. Metal ores constitute the
smallest of the four main material categories with only 7%.

Approximately 11.5 tons of crops, minerals, metals and fossil
fuels per capita were consumed in Bosnia and Herzegovina in
2019, i.e. about 31 kilograms of resources per capita were
consumed on daily basis.

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Metodologija

Produktivnost resursa je vodeci indikator za Evropsku
tabelu za pracenja rezultata u podrucju efikasnosti resursa,
u okviru Agende 2030.

Indikator Produktivnost resursa je bruto domaci proizvod
(BDP) podijeljen sa domacom potroSnjom materijala
(DMC). Domaca potrosnja materijala odrazava potrosnju
unutar nacionalne ekonomije. Podrazumijeva razmatranje
materijala: biomase, fosilnih goriva, minerala i metalnih
ruda (domaca eksploatacija materijala i uvoz), ali bez
materijala koji su izvezeni (ukljucujuéi i materijale koji su
ugradeni u proizvode koji se izvoze). Za odredivanje
Domace potroSnje materijala - DPM primjenjuje se
metodologija za Ekonomske racune materijalnih tokova
(Economy-wide material flow accounts EW-MFA), u skladu
sa Regulativom (EU) br. 691/2011 Evropskog parlamenta i
Vijeca o evropskim ekonomskim ra¢unima okolisa, posebno
Annex III Regulative - Modul za EW MFA.

BDP se mjeri pomoc¢u lanc¢ano povezanih vrijednosti koje
prikazuju razvoj tokom vremena bez inflacije i pokazuju
kretanja u realnom smislu. Koristenje bazi¢no povezanih
vrijednosti za BDP je vaZno zbog domace potroSnje
materijala koja se koristi kod izra¢unavanja produktivnosti
resursa koja nije direktno pogodena inflacijom. Koristenje
bazi¢no ulancanih vrijednosti za BDP, rezultira time da je
indikator produktivnost resursa takoder realni pokazatelj,
a prikazan je u KM/kg.

Zavisno od svrhe analize podataka, produktivnost resursa
se takoder moZe iskazati u:

e ,eura po kilogramu* koristeci tekuce cijene za BDP,
kada se analizira ekonomija zemlje u odredenom
trenutku (za jednu odredenu godinu),

e ,SKM“po kilogramu“ koristec¢i tekuce cijene za BDP
izraZzen u standardu kupovne mo¢i (SKM); SKM
uklanja razlike u kupovnoj mo¢i izmedu ekonomija
zemalja, uzimajuci u obzir razlike u nivou cijena;
mogu se Koristiti za usporedbu ekonomija zemalja
u specifi¢noj godini (za jednu odredenu godinu).

Methodology

Resource productivity is the lead indicator of the resource
efficiency scoreboard. The scoreboard was developed in the
context of the flagship initiative ‘A resource-efficient Europe’
under the Agenda 2030.

Resource productivity is the ratio of gross domestic product
(GDP) divided by domestic material consumption (DMC).
Domestic material consumption reflects consumption within
the national economy, consider the following materials:
biomass, fossil fuels, minerals and metal ores (domestic
exploitation of materials and imports), but without the
materials that are exported (including materials that are
incorporated into exported products). Domestic material
consumption - DMC applies the methodology Economy-wide
material flow accounts EW-MFA, in accordance with
Regulation (EU) no. 691/2011 of the European Parliament
and the Council on European environmental economic
accounts, particularly Annex IIl Regulation - Module for EW-
MFA.

GDP is measured by linked values that show the development
over time without inflation and show developments in the
real sense. Using based chain-linked volumes for GDP is
important, because domestic consumption of materials to be
used in calculating the productivity of resources, that are not
affected by inflation. Using based chain-linked value of GDP,
the result that resource productivity indicator is also real
indicator, shown in BAM /kg.

Depending on which type of GDP (current price or volume
figures) used for the ratio, resource productivity can also be
expressed:

e 'Euro per Kilogram' (GDP in current prices), to be
used to analyse a single country at one point in time
(for one particular year),

e 'PPS per Kilogram' (GDP in current price expressed
in Purchasing Power Standards). Purchasing Power
Standards are fictive ‘currency’ units that remove
differences in purchasing power, hence eliminate
differences in price levels across countries; to be used
when comparing across countries at one point in
time.
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
