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Bruto domaci proizvod (BDP) i Stvarna individualna potrosnja (SIP) u Standardu kupovne
moci (SKM) u 2020

Gross domestic product (GDP) and Actual individual consumption (AIC) in Purchasing power standard
(PPS) in 2020

Rezultati Europskog programa usporedbe cijena i
BDP-a pokazuje da je BDP po stanovniku u BiH,
izrazen u SKM u 2020. iznosio 33% prosjeka EU 27,
dok je stvarna individualna potro$nja po stanovniku
u SKM, u istoj godini, iznosila, 43% prosjeka EU.

The results of the European comparison program of prices
and GDPs showed that B&H's GDP per inhabitant in PPS for
2020 amounted to 33%of the EU 27 average while the actual
individual consumption per inhabitant in PPS for the same
year amounted to the 43% of the EU average.

Indeksi obujma BDP-a po stanovniku zemalja ucesnica
u programu usporedbe prikazani su u lijevom dijelu
Tablice 1. RasprSenost BDP-a po stanovniku u
drzavama cClanicama EU prilicno je znacajna.
Luksemburg ima daleko najveéi BDP po stanovniku od
svih 37 zemalja ukljucenih u ovu usporedbu, $to je viSe
od dvai pol puta iznad prosjeka EU -a. To se djelomic¢no
objasnjava cCinjenicom da je wveliki broj stranih
stanovnika zaposlen u zemlji i na taj nacin doprinosi
njezinom BDP -u, dok nisu ukljueni u rezidentno
stanovnis$tvo.

Irska zauzima drugo mjesto medu drzavama ¢lanicama
EU, sa 111% iznad prosjeka EU, a slijede je Danska,
Nizozemska, Austrija, Svedska i Njemacka, svaka s BDP
-om po stanovniku viSe od 20% iznad prosjeka. Zemlje
EFTA -e Svicarska, Norve$ka i Island imaju razinu BDP
-a po stanovniku od 60%, 42% i 25% iznad prosjeka EU
-a.

Belgija, Finska i Francuska ostale su zemlje ¢lanice EU -
a s BDP -om po stanovniku iznad prosjeka EU -a, a slijedi
ih Ujedinjeno Kraljevstvo. Malta, Italija i Ce$ka imaju
razinu BDP -a po stanovniku manju od 10% ispod
prosjeka EU -a. Slovenija, Litva, Cipar, Estonija i
Spanjolska imaju BDP po stanovniku izmedu 10% i 20%
ispod prosjeka EU. BDP po stanovniku Portugala,
Poljske, Madarske, Latvije, Rumunjske i Slovacke manji
je od 30% ispod prosjeka. Hrvatska, Gréka i drzava
kandidatkinja Turska imaju BDP po stanovniku manji
od 40% ispod prosjeka. Bugarska se nalazi na 45%
ispod prosjeka EU, a slijede je zemlje kandidati Crna
Gora, Srbija, Sjeverna Makedonija, Bosna i Hercegovina
(potencijalni kandidat) i Albanija.

Dok je BDP uglavnom pokazatelj razine ekonomske
aktivnosti, stvarna individualna potrosnja (SIP)
alternativni je pokazatelj koji je bolje prilagoden za opis
materijalne dobrobiti kuéanstava.

Indeksi obujma SIP-a po stanovniku zemalja mogu se
pronaci u desnom dijelu Tablice 1. Opcenito, razine SIP-
a po stanovniku homogenije su od BDP-a, ali ipak
postoje znacajne razlike u drzavama ¢lanicama EU-a.

Luksemburg ima najviSu razinu SIP -a po stanovniku od
svih 37 zemalja uklju¢enih u ovu usporedbu, sa 31%
iznad prosjeka EU -a. Slijede zemlje EFTA -e Norveska,
Island, Svicarska i drzave ¢lanice EU Njemacka i Danska,
s SIP -om po stanovniku od 28%, 24%, 23%, 23%121%
iznad prosjeka EU -a.

Zemlje kandidati su bile izmedu 30% i 60% ispod
prosjeka EU 27.

Bosna i Hercegovina je u 2020. ostvarila SIP po
stanovniku u SKM-u 57% ispod prosjeka EU 27.

The countries included in this analysis are, in addition to the
27 EU Member States, three EFTA Member States (Norway,
Switzerland and Iceland), former EU member state United
Kingdom; the EU Candidate Countries (Turkey, Montenegro,
Serbia, North Macedonia and Albania), and Potential
Candidate Country (Bosnia and Herzegovina).

Countries’volume indices of GDP per capita are shown in the
left-hand part of Table 1. The dispersion in GDP per capita
across the EU Member States is quite remarkable.
Luxembourg has by far the highest GDP per capita among
all the 37 countries included in this comparison, being more
than two and a half times above the EU average. This is
partly explained by the fact that a large number of foreign
residents are employed in the country and thus contribute
to its GDP, while they are not included in the resident
population.

Ireland comes out second among the EU Member States, at
111% above the EU average, followed by Denmark, the
Netherlands, Austria, Sweden and Germany, each with a
GDP per capita more than 20% above the average. The
EFTA countries Switzerland, Norway and Iceland have a
level of GDP per capita of 60%, 42% and 25% above the EU
average, respectively.

Belgium, Finland and France are the other EU Member
States with a GDP per capita above the EU average, followed
by the United Kingdom. Malta, Italy and Czechia have a level
of GDP per capita of less than 10% below the EU average.
Slovenia, Lithuania, Cyprus, Estonia and Spain have a GDP
per capita between 10% and 20% below the EU average.
The GDP per capita of Portugal, Poland, Hungary, Latvia,
Romania and Slovakia is less than 30% below the average.
Croatia, Greece, and the candidate country Turkey have a
GDP per capita of less than 40% below the average. Bulgaria
is placed at 45% below the EU average, followed by the
candidate countries Montenegro, Serbia, North Macedonia,
Bosnia and Herzegovina (potential candidate country) and
Albania.

While GDP is mainly an indicator of the level of economic
activity, Actual Individual Consumption (AIC) is an
alternative indicator better adapted to describe the
material welfare of households.

Countries’ volume indices of AIC per capita can be found in
the right-hand part of Table 1. Generally, levels of AIC per
capita are more homogeneous than GDP but still there are
substantial differences across the EU Member States.

Luxembourg has the highest level of AIC per capita among
all 37 countries included in this comparison at 31% above
the EU average. It is followed by the EFTA countries Norway,
Iceland, Switzerland and EU Member States Germany and
Denmark, with AIC per capita at 28%, 24%, 23%, 23% and
21% above the EU average, respectively.

Candidate countries were between 30% and 60% below EU
27 average.

Bosnia and Herzegovina recorded in 2020 AIC per
inhabitant in PPS 57% below the EU 27 average.

Napomene korisnicima:

Pariteti kupovne moc¢i (PKM) su stope za konverziju
valuta koje se primjenjuju kako bi se izvrsila konverzija
ekonomskih pokazatelja izrazenih u nacionalnoj valuti
u vjeStacku, zajednicki valutu zvanu Standard kupovne
moci (SKM), koja izjednacava kupovnu mo¢ razlic¢itih
nacionalnih valuta i omogucava smislenu usporedbu
obujama medu zemljama.

Standard kupovne mo¢i (SKM) je jedinica vjestacke
valute koja eliminira razlike u razinama cijena medu
zemljama. Na taj nacin jedan SKM kupuje istu koli¢inu
roba i usluga u svim zemljama. Ova jedinica omogucava
smislene usporedbe obujma ekonomskih pokazatelja
medu zemljama. Agregati izrazeni u SKM se izvode
dijeljenjem agregata u teku¢im cijenama izrazenim u
nacionalnoj valuti sa pripadaju¢im Paritetom kupovne
moc¢i (PKM).

Procjene se temelje na procjenama BDP za 2020. godinu
i prema posljednjim raspoloZivim podacima o PKM.

Najveca razina BDP-a po stanovniku u Luksemburgu je
dijelom posljedica velikog udjela prekograni¢nih
radnika u ukupnom broju zaposlenih. Iako oni sudjeluju
u stvaranju BDP-a, oni se ne uzimaju kao dio
rezidentnog stanovnistva koji se koristi za izracun BDP-
a po stanovniku.

Kao mjera blagostanja jedne zemlje CeSc¢e se koriste
indikatori izravno vezani za kucéanstva, nego BDP.
Razina potroSnje po stanovniku je jedna od njih.
Stvarna individualna potrosnja (SIP) odnosi se na robu
i usluge koji su stvarno konzumirani od strane
pojedinaca, neovisno o tome da li je tu robu i usluge
kupilo ili platilo kucanstvo, vlada ili neka neprofitna
organizacija. = Kod  usporedbi potroSnje  na
medunarodnoj razini, SIP se Cesto smatra kao
preporucena mjera, budu¢i da nije pod utjecajem
nacina organiziranja potrosnje pojedinih vaznih usluga
od strane kucanstava, poput zdravstvenih i obrazovnih
usluga, te je uvrSten medu preporuke Stiglitz-Sen-
Fitoussi izvjesca.

Notes for users:

Purchasing power parities (PPPs) are currency conversion
rates that applied in order to convert economic indicators
from national currency to an artificial common currency,
called the Purchasing Power Standard(PPS), which
equalizes the purchasing power of different national
currencies and enables meaningful volume comparison
between countries.

Purchasing power standard (PPS) is an artificial reference
currency unit that eliminates price level differences between
countries. Thus one PPS buys the same volume of goods and
services in all countries. This unit allows meaningful volume
comparison of economic indicators across countries.
Aggregates expressed in PPS are derived by dividing
aggregates in current prices and national currency by the
respective Purchasing power parity (PPP).

The figures are based on the latest GDP data for 2020 and
the most recent PPPs available.

The high level of GDP per inhabitant in Luxembourg is partly
due to the large share of cross-border workers in total
employment. While contributing to GDP, they are not taken
into consideration as part of the resident population which
is used to calculate GDP per inhabitant.

Indicators reflecting directly the situation of households are
more adapted than GDP to reflect welfare. The level of
consumption per inhabitant is one of these. In national
accounts, Actual Individual Consumption (AIC) consist of
goods and services actually consumed by individuals,
irrespective of whether these goods and services are
purchased and paid for by households, by government, or by
non-profit organization, AIC is often seen as the preferable
measure, since it is not influenced by the fact that the
organisation of certain important services consumed by
households, like health and education services. AIC is listed
among the recommendations of the Stiglitz-Sen-Fitoussi
report.
