Prema prethodnim podacima, u $kolskoj 2022/2023. godini
u BiH u 1 740! osnovne $kole upisano je 260 326 ucenika,
S$to je u odnosu na prethodnu $kolsku godinu manje za 4 476
ucCenika, ili 1,7%. UceSc¢e ucenica u ukupnom broju ucenika
iznosi 48,6%.

U Skolskoj 2022/2023. godini u prve razrede osnovnih
Skola upisano je 29 466 ucenika, Sto je u odnosu na Skolsku
2021/2022. godinu vise za 5,2%.

0d ukupnog broja ucenika, u nizim razredima ( od prvog do
petog razreda, odnosno ISCED 1) je bilo 54,8% ucenika, dok
je u viSim razredima (od Sestog do devetog razreda, ISCED
2) bilo 45,2% ucenika.

U Skolskoj 2022/2023. godini u nastavni proces bilo je
ukljuceno 23 512 nastavnika, a od toga 17 317 Zena ili njih
73,7%.

Skolama.

According to the preliminary data, in the school year
2022/2023, on the territory of BiH, there were 260 326 pupils
enrolled in 1 7401 schools, which was 4 476 pupils less or 1.7%
lower in comparison with the previous year. The share of girls
in the total number of pupils was 48.6%.

In the school year 2022/2023, the number of pupils enrolled
in the first grade of basic schools was 29 466 which
represented an increase by 5.2% compared to 2021/2022.

From the total number of pupils, 54.8% were in lower grades
(from1to V grade, ISCED 1) and 45.2% were in higher grades
(from VI to 1X, ISCED 2).

In the school year 2022/2023, there were 23 512 teachers
included in the education process out of which 17 317 or
73.7% women.

DEFINITIONS

School, in education statistics, is a group of pupils organized into
one school unit with one or more teachers who perform certain
kind of teaching by certain educational plan and programme,
irrespective of a school being central or independent school, a
regional unit or a unit within another type of school. Schools are
also considered territorially separated units/regional units within
basic schools as well as classes for children with special needs,
within regular basic schools.

Considering the grades of which classes are consisted of, they can be
non-combined and combined. Non-combined class is a class that
consists of pupils of only one grade. Combined class is a class that
consists of pupils of two or more grades.

Razred je stupanj Skolovanja u kojem ucenici u odredenom
intervalu vremena, ali najduze u jednoj Skolskoj godini, sticu
odreden obujm znanja prema nastavnom planu i programu
odredene vrste Skole.

Grade is a level of education in which pupils, in a certain time
interval but no longer than one school year, attain a certain extent
of knowledge in accordance with an educational plan and
programme of a certain kind of school.

Ponovac je ucenik koji drugi put ili viSe puta upisuje isti razred.
Ucenik upuéen da ponavlja razred je onaj ucenik koji je na kraju
Skolske godine negativno ocijenjen iz tri ili viSe predmeta
(saglasno propisima za tu vrstu Skole) ili onaj koji na kraju
Skolske godine ne polozi popravni, odnosno razredni ispit.

Repeater (a pupil who repeats the grade) is a pupil who enrolls
to a same grade two or more times.

Pupil instructed to repeat a grade is a pupil that has got negative
marks in three or more subjects at the end of a school year
(according to regulations for that kind of school) or a pupil that does
not pass a resit at the end of the school year.
