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ANKETA 0 POTROSN]JI DOMACINSTAVA 2015.
HOUSEHOLD BUDGET SURVEY 2015

Prosjecna potroSnja po domacdinstvu u Bosni i
Hercegovini u 2015. godini bila je 1.419,48 KM.

Izdaci za hranu, bezalkoholna pica, stanovanje i energente
Cinili su preko 56% ukupne potroSnje u Bosni i
Hercegovini.

Veli¢ina uzorka

Anketa je provedena u periodu 01.01-31.12.2015. godine
na uzorku od 7.702 domacinstva. 60,3% domacinstava je
anketirano na teritoriji Federacije Bosne i Hercegovine,
oko 1/3 u Republici Srpskoj i skoro 6% u Brcko distriktu
Bosne i Hercegovine (Tabela 1).

Procjena broja domacinstava i broja stanovnika

Prema anketnim podacima, u Bosni i Hercegovini je u
2015. godini bilo priblizno 1,03 miliona domacinstava u
kojima je zivjelo oko tri miliona stanovnika od kojih su
51,5% zZene. Malo manje od 2/3 stanovnisStva je zivjelo u
Federaciji Bosne i Hercegovine, oko 1/3 u Republici
Srpskoj i 2,2% u Brcko distriktu Bosne i Hercegovine.
Prosjetno domacdinstvo u Bosni i Hercegovini imalo je 2,9
¢lanova. Domadéinstva u gradskim podrudjima su

u prosjeku manja od onih u negradskim podrud¢jima (2,8
odnosu na 3,0 ¢lana) (Tabele 2-4).

Average household consumption expenditure in
Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2015 was 1,419.48 BAM.

Expenditure on food, non-alcoholic beverages, housing
and energy accounted for more than 56% of the
consumption expenditure in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Sample size

The Household Budget Survey was conducted in the
period  01.01.-31.12.2015 on the sample of 7,702
households. 60.3% of households were interviewed in
Federation Bosnia and Herzegovina, about 1/3 in
Republika Srpska and almost 6% in Brcko district Bosnia
and Herzegovina (Table 1).

Survey estimate of total number of households and
individuals

According to the 2015 Household Budget Survey (HBS),
about 1.03 million of households and about 3 million
individuals lived in Bosnia and Herzegovina, out of which
51.5% are women. Less than 2/3 of the population lived
in Federation Bosnia and Herzegovina, about 1/3 in
Republika Srpska and 2.2% in Brcko district Bosnia and
Herzegovina. The average household in 2015 had 2.9
members. Urban households are on average smaller than
non-urban (2.8 Vs. 3.0 members)
(Table 2-4).



Struktura prosjecne mjesecne potrosnje
domacdinstava

Prosjecno domacinstvo u 2015. godini imalo je 2,9
Clanova i trosilo je mjesecno 1.419,48 KM, od toga
437,80 KM za hranu i piéa i 981,68 KM za
neprehrambene proizvode i usluge.

U odnosu na 2011. godinu, prosjecna mjesecna potrosnja u
Bosni i Hercegovini u 2015. godini bila je manja za 9,5%. U
tom periodu je prosjecna veli¢cina domadinstva smanjena
za 0,2 clana dok je proporcija domadinstava koja ustede
dio svojih prihoda porasla za 28,4% i iznosi 18,2%
(Grafikon 1).

Najvete uceste u prosjecnoj mjesecnoj potros$nji
domacinstava imali su hrana i bezalkoholna pi¢a (29,9%) i
stanovanje, elektri¢na energija, plin i ostali energenti
(27,0%). Ostali veliki izdaci odnosili su se na prijevoz
(10,0%) i ostale proizvode i usluge (6,9%) (Tabela 5. i
grafikon 2).

Za neprehrambene proizvode i usluge u prosjeku se
vi$e trosi nego za prehranu.

Domacdinstva u Bosni i Hercegovini su u 2015. godini u
prosjeku za neprehrambene proizvode i usluge trosila
981,68 KM mjesecno, dok su za hranu i pica trosili 437,80
KM (Tabela 6).

Gradska domacinstva u prosjeku trose vise od
negradskih (1.539,27 KM prema 1.327,69 KM).

Prosjetna mjesecna potrosnja je za 16% veca u gradskim u
odnosu na negradska domacinstva. Takve razlike su
primjetne u skoro svim grupama neprehrambenih
izdataka, a posebno u troSkovima stanovanja.,
komunikacija, odje¢e i obuce te rekreacije i kulture.
Negradska domacinstva imaju veéu potro$Snju mesa i
proizvoda iz vlastite proizvodnje, posebno onih
prehrambenih (108,70 KM u odnosu na 18,78 KM) (Tabela
6).

Ucesce imputirane rente i potrosnje iz vlastite
proizvodnje vec¢e od 1/5

Prema definiciji izdataka za finalnu potrosnju
domacinstava, u njihov sastav se ukljucuju i dvije stavke
koje ne predstavljaju stvarnu kupovinu, ni stvarne izdatke,
a odnose se na imputiranu rentu i potro$nju iz vlastite
proizvodnje. One u prosjeku Cine vise od petine ukupne
potrosnje domacinstava (20,4%), tako da prosjecan
mjesecni izdatak za potrosnju domacinstava u Bosni i
Hercegovini u 2015. godini, koji se odnosi na stvarnu
kupovinu proizvoda i usluga, iznosi 1.130,11 KM i manji je
za 122,86 KM u odnosu na 2011. godinu (Grafikoni 3. i 4).

Structure of the average household consumption
expenditure

The average household in 2015 had 2.9 members and
spent for consumption expenditure 1,419.48 BAM, of
which 437.80 BAM for food and beverages and 981.68
BAM for non-foof products and services

Compared to 2011, the average monthly consumption
expenditure in Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2015 decreased
by 9.5%. In this period, the average household size
decreased by 0.2 members, while the proportion of
households that save part of their income increased by
28.4% and amounted to 18.2% (Graph 1).

The largest share in the average monthly household
consumption expenditute was represented by expenditure
for food and non-alcoholic beverages (29.9%) and housing
and energy (27.0%). Other major expenditure was
expenditure on transport (10.0%) and on miscellaneous
goods and services (6.9%) (Table 5 and Graph 2).

For non-food products and services, on average, more
is spent than for food

Households in Bosnia and Herzegovina spent in 2015 on
average 981.68 BAM on non-food products and services
and 437.80 BAM on food and beverages (Table 6).

Urban households on average spent more than non-
urban (1,539.27 BAM vs. 1,327.69 BAM)

The average monthly household consumption expenditure
was by 16% larger in urban households compared to non-
urban ones. Such differences are evident in almost all
groups of non-food expenditure, expecially in those
related to the housing, communication, clothes and
footwear and recreation and culture. Non-urban
households had larger consumption of meat and products
from own production, especially of food products (108.70
BAM vs. 18.78 BAM) (Table 6).

Share of imputed rent and consumption from own
production larger than 1/5

According to the definition of expenditures for final
household consumption, two items, which neither
represent real purchase, nor real expenditure and which
are related to imputed rent and consumption from own
production, are included in household consumption
expenditure. These two items accounted for more than
1/5 of the total household consumption expenditure
(20,4%). Therefore, the monthly household consumption
expenditure, which represents the real purchase of
products and services, amounted to 1,130.11 BAM and
was by 122.86 BAM smaller than in 2011 (Graphs 3 and 4).



Cetveroclana domacéinstva u prosjeku trose 2,4 puta
viSe nego jednoclana.

Jednoclana domacinstva u prosjeku trose mjesec¢no 774,04
KM, najviSe za stanovanje i energente (36,3%) i hranu i
bezalkoholna pi¢a (29,1%).

Dvoclana domacdinstva u prosjeku troSe mjese¢no 1.167,27
KM ili 1,5 puta visSe od jednoclanih i to uglavnom na
stanovanje i energente (31,3%) i hranu i bezalkoholna pi¢a
(30,5%).

Troclana domadinstva u prosjeku trose mjese¢no 1.597,17
KM ili 2 puta viSe od jednoclanih i to pretezno na hranu i
bezalkoholna pi¢a (29,0%), stanovanje i energente
(25,7%) i prijevoz (11,2%).

Cetvero¢lana domacinstva u prosjeku tro$e mijese¢no
1.828,95 KM ili 2,4 puta viSe od jednoclanih, pretezno na
hranu i bezalkoholna piéa (29,0%), stanovanje i energente
(23,7%) i prijevoz (12,1%).

Domacinstva sa 5 ili vie ¢lanova u prosjeku trose 2.025,25
KM ili 2,6 puta viSe od jednoclanih, pretezno na hranu i
bezalkoholna pi¢a (31,6%), stanovanje i energente
(23,0%) i prijevoz (11,4%). Tabela 7. prikazuje prosjecne
mjesecne potroSnje u Bosni i Hercegovini prema velicini
domadinstava.

Manja stopa relativnog siromastva stanovniStva u
Bosni i Hercegovini u 2015. godini (16,9%), prosjecna
mjesecna potrosnja po domacinstvu smanjena.

U 2015. godini stopa relativnog siromastva stanovnistva
bila je manja u odnosu na 2011. godinu (16,9% prema
17,9%). Ona je u ovom periodu bila manja u Republici
Srpskoj, a veca u Brcko distriktu BiH dok je u Federaciji
Bosne i Hercegovine stagnirala. Prosje¢na mjese¢na
potrosnja po domacinstvu bila je u prosjeku za 149,85 KM
manja u odnosu na 2011. godinu.

Preko 170.000 domacinstava ili preko 500.000
stanovnika u Bosni i Hercegovini su bili ispod praga
relativnog siromastva u 2015. godini.

Prema Anketi o potrosnji domacinstava iz 2015. godine,
stopa relativnog siromastva stanovniStva u Bosni i
Hercegovini bila je 16,9%. To znaci da je u 2015. godini
preko 500.000 stanovnika zivjelo ispod praga relativnog
siromastva. MjeseCni prag relativnog siromastva za
jednoclano domacinstvo u Bosni i Hercegovini u 2015.
godini bio je 389,26 KM. Prag siromaStva za dvoclano
domacinstvo bez djece bio je 583,89 KM mjesecno, a za
Cetveroclano domacinstvo sa dvije odrasle osobe i dvoje
djece mlade od 14 godina bio je 817,45 KM mjesecno.

U poredenju sa 2011. godinom, stopa relativnog
siromastva u Bosni i Hercegovini je u 2015. godini bila
manja za 1 procentni poen. Prag relativnog siromastva je
takoder smanjen za 27,14 KM mjesec¢no. Ovaj izracun je
izvrSen na osnovu ekvivalentne potrosnje domacdinstava
koja je smanjena kao i njena medijana, pa je time i prag
siromastva smanjen u poredenju sa 2011. godinom.
Vrijednosti Ginijevog koeficijenta i kvintilog omjera ostale
su nepromijenjene u odnosu na 2011. godinu pa se moze
zakljuciti da je neravnomjernost raspodjele potroSnje
medu domacinstvima ostala ista. Glavni indikatori
relativnog siromastva u Bosni i Hercegovini prikazani su u
tabeli 8.

Four-person households spent on average 2.4-times as
much as one-person households.

One-person households spent on average 774.04 BAM per
month, mostly for housing and energy (36.3%) and food
and non-alcoholic beverages (29.1%).

Two-person households spent on average 1,167.27 BAM
or 1.5-times as much as one-person households, mostly for
housing and energy (31.3%) and food and non-alcoholic
beverages (30.5%).

Three-person households spent on average 1,597.17 BAM
or 2-times as much as one-person households, mostly for
food and non-alcoholic beverages (29.0%), housing and
energy (25.7%) and transport (11.2%).

Four-person households spent on average 1,828.95 BAM
or 2.4-times as much as one-person households, mostly for
food and non-alcoholic beverages (29.0%), housing and
energy (23.7%) and transport (12.1%).

Households with 5 or more persons spent on average
2,025.25 BAM or 2.6-times as much as one-person
households, mostly for food and non-alcoholic beverages
(31.6%), housing and energy (23.0%) and transport
(11.4%). Table 7 shows average monthly consumption
expenditure in Bosnia and Herzegovina by household size.
Lower relative poverty rate in 2015 in Bosnia and
Herzegovina (16.9%), average household
consumption expenditute smaller

In 2015 the relative poverty rate in Bosnia and
Herzegovina was smaller than in 2011 (16.9% vs 17.9%).
Compared to 2011, the poverty rate was smaller in
Republika Srpska and larger in Brcko District BiH, while
no change was indicated in Federation of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.The average monthly household consumption
expenditure was on average smaller by 149.85 BAM than
in 2011.

More than 170,000 households or more than 500,000
people in Bosnia and Herzegovina below the relative
poverty treshold in 2015

According to the 2015 Household Budget Survey, the
relative poverty rate in Bosnia and Herzegovina was
16.9%. This means that in 2015 more than 500,000
people were living below the poverty treshold. The
monthly poverty treshold for one-person household in
Bosnia and Herzegovina in 2015 was set at 389.26 BAM.
The treshold for a two-person household without children
was set at 583.89 BAM per month and the treshold for a
four-person household with two adults and two children
younger than 14 at 817.45 BAM per month.

Compared to 2011, the relative poverty rate in Bosnia and
Herzegovina decreased by 1 of a percentage point. The
poverty treshold decreased by 27.14 BAM per month. This
calculation is based on equivalised household
consumption expenditure, which decreased in comparison
to 2011, so did the median equivalised household
consumption expenditure and also the poverty treshold.
The value of the Gini coefficient and the value of the
quintile share ratio were unchanged in comparison to
2011. Therefore, we can infer that the inequality of
household consumption expenditure among households
remained the same. Basic indicators of relative poverty in
Bosnia and Herezgovina are presented in the table 8.

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METODOLOSKA OBJASNJENJA

Anketa o potrosnji domadinstava (APD) je anketa na
bazi uzorka domacinstava koja se u Bosni i Hercegovini
provodi svake cetiri godine i fokusira na izdatke za
finalnu potroSnju domacinstava. Podaci iz ovog
saopenja se odnose na 2015. godinu kada je APD
provedena po cetvrti put.

Anketom se prikupljaju podaci o izdacima domacinstava
za hranu i pice, stanovanje, namjestaj, odjecu i obucu,
zdravstvo, prijevoz, komunikacije, rekreaciju i slobodno
vrijeme, kulturu i obrazovanje. Pored toga prikupljaju se
i osnovni podaci o Clanovima domadinstava,
karakteristikama stambene jedinice, prihodima i
investicijama domadinstava te podaci o socijalnoj
ukljucenosti njihovih ¢lanova.

Prikupljanje podataka se vrSi pomocu tri upitnika:
Dnevnik nabavki, Dnevnik o potrosnji iz vlastite
proizvodnje i Zavrsni intervju. U 2015. godini uveden je
i ad-hoc modul kao dio Zavr$nog intervjua: Modul
zdravstva i socijalne ukljucenosti.

Namjena ankete

Svrha provodenja APD je dobivanje podataka o velic¢ini i
strukturi finalne potrosnje domacinstava, uslovima
njihovog Zivota, Zivotnom standardu i siromastvu kao i
dobivanje pondera za statistiku potrosackih cijena.

Klasifikacija

Za analizu strukture potrosnje koristi se Klasifikacija
licne potrosSnje prema namjeni (Classification of
Individual Consumption by Purpose-COICOP) koja dijeli
izdatke na dvanaest osnovnih odjeljaka. Za potrebe
analize u ovom saoplenju izvrSeno je djelimi¢no
raSclanjenje nekih odjeljaka COICOP-a.

Definicije

Domacinstvom se smatra svaka porodi¢na ili druga
zajednica osoba koje se izjasne da zajedno stanuju i
zajednicki troSe svoje prihode radi podmirivanja
osnovnih zZivotnih potreba, bez obzira da li se svi ¢lanovi
stalno nalaze u mjestu gdje je domacinstvo nastanjeno ili
neki od njih borave duZe vrijeme u drugom mjestu,
odnosno stranoj drzavi zbog rada, Skolovanja ili iz
drugih razloga.

Izdaci za potro$nju domacinstava

Izdaci za potrosnju koji su prikazani u APD 2015.
obuhvataju novcéane izdatke koje domacinstva imaju za
kupovinu proizvoda i usluga finalne potroSnje kao i
vrijednosti odredenih nenovcanih izdataka
domacinstava koji se odnose na:

- Usluge stanovanja, tj. stambenih renti, bez obzira na
vlasnistvo stana, ukljucujuéi i sopstveno vlasniStvo nad
stanom u kome se stanuje;

- Dohodak u naturi:

a) dio koji se odnosi na dobra i usluge koje poslodavci
daju zaposlenima kao dio zarade u naturi, umjesto, kao
Sto je uobicajeno, u novcu;

b) dio koji se odnosi na potrosnju dobara proizvedenih u
sopstvenom  domacdinstvu  (hrana i pita u
poljoprivrednim domacinstvima ili razlic¢iti proizvodi u
preduzecima u vlasni$tvu domacinstava).

NOTES OF METHODOLOGY

The Household Budget Survey (HBS) is a national
household based survey conducted every four years in
Bosnia and Herzegovina focusing on final consumption
expenditure of households. The data in this First Release
refer to newly released data with reference year 2015
and it is fourth release of this survey.

The survey collects data on household expenditure for
food and beverages, housing, furniture, clothing and
footwear, health, transportation, communication,
recreation and leisure, culture and education. In
addition, basic information about household members,
dwelling characteristics, household income and
investment and data on social inclusion of their
members were collected.

Data collection is performed using three questionnaires:
Diary of purchases, Self-consumption diary and Final
interview. One ad-hoc modules as part of the final
interview was introduced in 2015: Module for health
and social inclusion.

Purpose of the survey

The purpose of the HBS is to gather data on the size and
structure of final consumption of households, their living
conditions, living standards and poverty as well as to
obtain weights for consumer price statistics.

Classification

For the analysis of the consumption expenditure, the
Classification of Individual Consumption by Purpose
(COICOP) is wused. The COICOP divides consumer
expenditures into twelve different divisions. For the
purposes of the analysis in this First Release, partly
disaggregation of the COICOP division was made.

Definitions

A household is a family or other communities of people
who declare that live together and spend their income to
cover basic living costs, regardless of whether all
members are constantly in a place where the household
residence or some of them stay longer in the second
town or country for work, education or other reasons.

Consumption expenditures of households
Consumption expenditures, that are recorded in the HBS
2015 include monetary expenditures that households
spend to purchase products and services for final
consumption and the value of certain non-monetary
expenditures of households that are related to:

- Housing services, i.e. housing rents, regardless of
property ownership, including ownership of their own
apartment in which household lives (imputed rent);

- Income in kind:

a) that relates to goods and services that employers give
to employees as part of income in kind, rather than, as is

usual, in cash;

b) that refers to the consumption of goods produced in
their own households (food and beverages in
agricultural households or certain products in
enterprises owned by households).



Relativna linija siromastva (prag siromastva) je
definisana  iznosom jednakim 60%  medijane
ekvivalentne potrosnje domacinstava. Za izracun
ekvivalentne veli¢ine domacinstava, mjerene brojem
odraslih osoba, koristena je modifikovana OECD skala
ekvivalencije.

Velic¢ina siromastva je procenat domacinstava Ciji su
ekvivalentni izdaci za potrosnju ispod relativne linije
siromastva.

Jaz siromastva mjeri koliko je (u procentima) prosjecan
izdatak za potros$nju siromasnih domadinstava ispod
praga siromastva.

$80/S20 je omjer ekvivalentnog izdatka za potrosnju
gornjeg kvintila distribucije (20% domacinstava s
najve¢im ekvivalentnim izdacima za potrosnju) s
ukupnim izdatkom najnizeg kvintila (20% domacinstava
s najmanjim ekvivalentnim izdacima za potro$nju).

Gini koeficijent je mjera nejednakosti izdataka za
potro$nju koja uzima u obzir cijelu distribuciju tih
izdataka i poprima vrijednosti izmedu 0 i 1. Sto je
vrijednost bliza 1, to je nejednakost izdataka za
potrosnju veca.

Relative poverty line (poverty threshold) is set to the
amount of 60% of the median equalised household
consumption  expenditure. The  OECD-modified
equivalence scale is used to calculate equalised
households size.

Poverty incidence is percentage of households with
equalised expenditure for consumption below the
relative poverty threshold.

Poverty gap measures how much (in percentage) the
average consumption expenditure of poor households is
below the poverty threshold.

$80/S20 is a ratio of total equalised household
consumption expenditure of the top quintile (20% of the
households with the highest equalised consumption
expenditure) to that spent by the lowest quintile (20%
of the households with the lowest equalised
consumption expenditure).

Gini coefficient is a measure of consumption
expenditure inequality, which takes into account the full
distribution of consumption expenditure. Its value
ranges between 0 and 1. The higher it is, the greater is
the consumption expenditure inequality.
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
