In 2011/2012 school year , in the territory of BiH, were 223 pre-
school institutions with 17.293 children. Compared to the previous
school year, the number of pre-school institutions is 1,8 % higher,
the number of children in pre-school institutions increased by 1,5 %,
and the number of employees is 1,2 % higher.

Basic schools

At the beginning of the school year 2011/2012, in the territory of
BiH, were 316.657 pupils enrolled in 1.888 schools, which was
18.746 pupils less or 5,6 % lower in comparison with the previous
year. At the beginning of the school year 2011/2012, there were
24.605 teachers included in the education process out of which
17.146 or 69,7 % women. Basic school owned 13.277 computers in
2011/2012, which was 1.217 computers more in comparison with
the previous year.

Secondary schools

At the beginning of the school year 2011/2012, in the territory of
BiH, were 163.284 pupils enrolled in 312 schools, which was 11.604
pupils more or 7,6 % higher pupils in comparison with the previous
year. Most students enrolled in Technical school 51,3 %, and then in
Grammar schools 25,2 %, Vocational school 21,1%, Religious
schools 1,3% and Art schools 0,9 % ,and 0,2% in Secondary schools
for children with special needs.

At the beginning of the school year 2011/2012, there were 12.773
teachers included in the education process, out of which 7.360 or
57,6 % were women.

Higher education

In the winter semester of the academic year 2011/2012, 107.083
students were enrolled (Old program and Bologna-compliant
program: first cycle and integrated | and Il cycle), out of which
59.411 or 55,5 % were women. In 2011 there were 17.955 students
who graduated, which was 1,2 % lower in comparison with the
previous year. Out of the total number of graduated students 60,7
% were female.

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY
SURVEY OBJECTIVE

Objective of education statistics is to present data on
condition, structure and development of schools (basic
schools, secondary schools and higher education
institutions), data on structure of students and teachers,
data on results of education and factors that affect the
results.

SOURCE OF DATA

Agency for Statistics of BiH aggregates and publishes
data collected on the basis of statistical education
surveys implemeted by entity statistical offices and
Brcko District BiH.

DEFINITIONS

Pre-school upbringing and education is an

activity that includes upbringing and education, care
and protection of children from six months of age

to entering primary school. It is performed in public and
private pre-school institutions.

School, in education statistics, is considered a group of
pupils organized in one school unit with one or more
teachers, who perform a certain kind of teaching by a
certain educational plan and programme, irrespective of
whether a school is independent, regional unit or a unit
within another kind of school. Schools are also
considered territorially separated units within basic
schools as well as special classes within regular basic
schools.

Class is a group of pupils, who are simultaneously and
in the same classroom, taught by one or more teachers
successively, during one school year.

Considering the grades of which classes are consisted
of, they can be non-combined and combined. Non-
combined class is a class that consists of pupils of only
one grade. Combined class is a class that consists of
pupils of two or more grades.

Grade is a level of education in which pupils, in a
certain time interval but no longer than one school year,
attain a certain extent of knowledge according to
educational plan and programme of a certain kind of
school.

Repeater (a pupil who repeats the grade) is a pupil
who enrolls to a same grade two or more times.

Pupil instructed to repeat a grade is a pupil that has
got negative marks in three or more subjects at the end
of a school year (according to regulations for that kind of

school) or a pupil that does not pass a resit at the end of
the school year.

Secondary school is an institution for performing an
activity in the field of secondary education and
upbringing. A school performs educational activity by
realizing the educational plan and programme. That is
an institution where general and vocational knowledge
and skills, required for continuing education, are being
acquired. School can be established as grammar
school, secondary technical or vocational school,
religious or art school, school for children with special
needs and secondary school for adult education.

Data on higher education are presented according the
Frame Law on Higher Education of Bosnia and
Herzegovina. Provisions of this Law, by the Article 65.
do not apply to religious institutions of higher education.

According to the Frame Law on Higher education in
BiH, higher education is organized in three cycles:

a) first cycle lasts at least three and at most four years
of study and it is valued with at least 180, that is, 240
credits, in accordance with the European Credit
Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS).

b) second cycle studies are organized upon completion
of the first cycle of studies, these last one or two years,
and they are valued with 60 or 120 ECTS credits, thus
reaching 300 ECTS credits together with the first cycle.

¢) third cycle studies are organized upon completion of
the second cycle of academic studies, these last three
years, and they are valued with 180 ECTS credits..

Upon completion of the first, second or third cycle of
studies, one obtains the right to acquire certain
academic degree, that is, professional or scientific title
in certain field of study.

Higher education institutions are higher education
schools and universities.

The name higher education school refers to a higher
education institution that offers at least one study
program from one field of education.

The name university refers to a higher education
institution that offers a study in at least five study
programs from at least three fields of education and
academic levels of all three cycles.

University has organizational units such as faculties,
academies or scientific institutes.

Enrolled student is every person enrolled at higher
education institution.

Candidates for graduation are students who have
completed all the courses required for graduation and
are allowed to retain their student status (for 12 months
after the end of the last year of studies) while taking
examinations and writing a diploma paper.

A graduate is a person who obtains a diploma on
completed high or higher school, faculty or art academy.

Master of science is a person who has completed
postgraduate studies and defended the master’s thesis.

Specialist is a person who has completed postgraduate
studies and defended the specialist’s thesis.

Doctors of science is a person who has defended
doctoral dissertation.

CLASSIFICATION OF EDUCATION

ISCED 97 - Intemnational Standard Classification of
Education is used as recommended by UNESCO,
OECD, EUROSTAT  and other  international
organizations for presenting data on education. This
classification enables data comparability on the
international level.

Educational programmes are classified into levels and
fields of education.

The levels of education are:

ISCED 0 —in Bosnia and Herzegovina education system
corresponding to pre-school education of children from
the age of three to starting basic school.

In BiH two educational systems of primary education
exists; 8 year schools and 9 year schools.

ISCED 1 —in Bosnia and Herzegovina education system
corresponding to education in lower grades of basic
school, from [|-IV grade by eight-year school
programme, or [-V grade by the nine-year school
educational programme .

ISCED 2- in Bosnia and Herzegovina education system
corresponding to education in upper grades of basic
schools, from V-VIII grade by eight-year school
programme, or VI-IX grade by the nine-year school
educational programme .

ISCED 3 - in Bosnia and Herzegovina education
system corresponding to education in secondary
schools.This level of education is divided into two
groups, depending on duration of education: ISCED 3A
and ISCED 3C.

ISCED 3A - includes schools of four years duration,
which means that this level covers grammar schools
secondary technical, religious and secondary art
schools.
